Installing the Speaker

Before installing the speaker:

1. Consider the targeted listening area and potential safety hazards when choosing a speaker installation
location. Always be aware of what may be behind a wall to avoid damaging wiring, plumbing, or other
hidden objects.

2. Once a location has been chosen, make sure that the surface where the speaker will be installed is
sturdy enough to support the weight of DN-20510. Always properly fasten and secure your speakers.
